Separate waste collection is your contribution to climate protection.

Newspapers, brochures, catalogues, paper notebooks, office paper, 

magazines, wrapping paper, paper bags, cardboard, corrugated board, 

cardboard boxes (unfolded and flattened).  

Don’t recycle: plastic bags, diapers, plastic films, labels and stickers, 

thermal fax paper, napkins, tissues, dirty paper.  

Please note! drink cartons can’t be recycled with waste paper, they are 

collected separately by www.oekobox.at  
 
 

Cartons, cardboard                       Waste paper container 
free of charge                                     or recycling centre                                                                     

 

Big cartons and cardboard boxes, corrugated board  flattened and 

unfolded;

No other glass but glass bottles and packaging glass! clear bottles and 

glasses, nonreturnable bottles (wine, spirits, fruit juice,  …),  

preserving jars (fruits, vegetables, jam, baby food, …) 
 
 



Coloured glass                         Coloured glass container                                                                                                                             

free of charge 

 

No other glass but packaging glass! Coloured glass (green, brown, 

blue), slightly coloured glass, non returnable bottles (wine, sparkling 

wine, spirits, juice…), preserving jars  

Don’t recycle: window glass, glass ware, drinking glass, mirror glass, 

crystalline glass, light bulbs or fluorescent tubes, china, earthenware 
 
 

Plastic bottles                         Yellow Bin or Yellow Bag                                            

free of charge 

 

Plastic bottles   

- from beverages (PET-bottles, flattened),  

- from cleaning agents (detergents, washing up liquids, shower gel,  

  shampoos and others),  

- from food (ketchup bottles, mustard),  

- from cosmetics (lotions, sun cream) 
 
 

Biowaste                                           Biowaste container  

 
 

 

Kitchen and Garden waste  dispose of in the bio-waste container 

or practice composting in your garden. 

Put into the biowaste container:  

- kitchen waste, e.g. fruit leaves, vegetable peels, left overs (bread, 

pastries, coffee ground, tea(bags), egg shells, cut flowers, potted 

plants (remove plastic pots!), and 
- small garden waste, e.g. lawn cut , leaves, weeds. 

 
Garden waste                                             free of charge up to 6m3 

garden waste, e. g.  bush and tree trimming, windfall, loppings  

dispose of at recycling centre or call for pick up service (Tel. 8072-

4540)  
 



Bulky waste                                     Recycling centre or  

free of charge up to 6m3                 pick up service                      

 

Any big waste that is too voluminous to be put into the waste bin. 

Separate bulky waste into wood, metal, other bulky waste e.g.  

furniture, bicycles, mattress, carpets.

Please note! Never flush cooking oil into the sink or toilet! It will block 

the drain pipes and disturb the sewage purification plant.

Hazardous or toxic waste from households, packages containing 

hazardous residues, e.g. chemicals, pesticides, cleaners, paints, 

varnishes, glue, hair dye, nail polish, medicaments, ointments, 

tablets, oil-contaminated waste, heating oil, car oil, fuel, aerosol cans, 

batteries, accumulators, detergents, solvents, disinfectants.

Small appliances: Mobile phones, blender, electric toothbrush, drill

Monitors: TV, computer monitor
